Club’s Candy Chairman. Begin taking pre-orders.

January 10 Club Leader/Club Candy Chairperson Training! All NEW leaders and/or NEW club
candy chairmen ARE ENCOURAGED TO ATTEND. Any other leaders and returning
club chairpersons are also invited to attend. The training will be at the Camp Fire USA
office (Yordi Training Center). We will have refreshments, so reservations are required
by 5 pm on Thursday, January 7.

This training is very important but we’ll have some fun, too — and even give away some
special door prizes! Come see this year’s incentives and learn how to do your
paperwork. Training is from 2 to 4 pm.

January 10 Beginning at 6 pm, you may call your Area Site Sale Managers to set up Site Sales for
local businesses (see list in this booklet). All Camp Fire USA members are welcome to
sell in any area of the council.

January 12 - 15 Schedule a time to check-out candy from your Club Candy Chairman, or Area
Distributor if your child is an area-wide or 300 Club member. If your child is an area-
wide member, please call the Camp Fire USA office at (405) 478-5646, to find out which
Area Distributor you will use.

January 12 CANDY SALE 2010 CARNIVAL! Come learn all the secrets of a successful Candy
Sale from successful kids! We’'ll share the best techniques and locations for selling a lot
of candy in the shortest amount of time, how to meet and greet the general public, safety
rules, dressing for success, etc. through games and activities. The carnival of fun will
begin at the Camp Fire Office at 6:30 on Tuesday, evening January 12" and run until
8 p.m. This is COME & GO, so you do not have to stay the whole time. Please call in
your reservations by 5 p.m. on Friday, January 8", 5 pm so we can get a count of
those attending.

January 15 - 18 FAST FAIR SHARE WEEKEND!

January 19 Turn in at least $375 to your Club Candy Chairman to qualify for the “Fast Fair Share”
event and/or special prizes. You MUST turn in the money today — NO EXCEPTIONS!

January 20 Club Candy Chairmen MUST turn in money & Fast Fair Share forms to their Area Candy
Chairperson.

January 21 Area Distributors MUST have all lists of Fast Fair Share winners turned in to the Camp

Fire USA office. NO EXCEPTIONS.

4. Set a goal you would like to achieve (such as: “sell 300 units”, or “not return any
candy”). Do this by reviewing the incentives you can earn.

5. Make reservations to do at least one site sale with a parent or your club.

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Every child should strive to sell their “Fair Share” of 75 units to help support the council and insure that Camp Fire USA
will be around for many years to come. Approximately 1/3 of the council’s income comes from the Candy Sale. A portion
of the proceeds benefit Camp Cimarron and Camp DaKaNi as well.

Official Camp Fire USA clubs will receive a Club Rebate of 10¢ per unit sold, if:
9 The club met minimum size requirements of an official club by December 15™.
1 The club average is the “Fair Share” of 75 units per member.

Each candy credit is worth $10 as listed below. Credits are transferable ONLY to siblings who are registered Camp
Fire USA members and who also sold a minimum of Fair Share.

Youth up to 6" grade receive candy credits. Candy credits may be used toward:
1. Camp fees for any council-operated camps ($10 value).
2. Council program/membership fees ($10 value).
3. Camp Fire USA Store purchases, such as uniforms, books, etc., and/or council trips, specialty club fees,
and camp merchandise ($10 value).

Graduation Award Funds accumulate each year the youth remains an active member of Camp Fire USA and participates
in the Council’s annual Magazine Sale and Candy Sale. Graduation Award Funds may be used for membership fees,
camp fees, and store merchandise. Youth that have money held in the Graduation Award Fund and are Camp Fire USA
members in good standing will receive the balance in their personal fund account upon graduation. Youth with funds in
their account will receive an accounting of their funds and withdrawal forms in April.

Youth receive funds for their Graduation Award Fund as follows:
1 6" grade and above receive $15 in their Graduation Award Fund at 75 units, and 50¢ per unit for every unit sold
beginning with the 76" unit. They do NOT receive Candy Credits.
1 Pre-K through 5" grade receive 50¢ per unit sold for every unit beginning with the 301%. From 75 to 300 units
they earn Candy Credits instead of Graduation Award Funds.

Youth who are not reqgistered Camp Fire USA members on December 31° will
lose all funds being held in the Graduation Award Fund on their behalf.

Each child who sells at least 100 units of candy will earn a Century Club emblem and will have the opportunity to check
out 100 units “up front” next year.

Each child who sells at least 300 units of candy will receive special awards and will be eligible to pre-order 300 units next
year. 300 Club members receive all 300 units before the candy sale starts and have the opportunity to choose their candy
assortment.

Camp Fire USA’s Annual Candy Sale is a great way for youth to learn the importance of goal setting, goal tracking and
follow through, accounting and money management, as well as gain marketing and public speaking skills. In addition,
youth who patrticipate in the annual Candy Sale are eligible to receive recognition awards and fantastic prizes!




A “Site Sale” is a scheduled “candy sale” outing at a
designated business site for one or two Camp Fire
members, usually a two or three-hour shift.

All site sales are reserved through local Site Sale
Managers (including Wal-marts this year-we are not
scheduling Blockbuster any longer); ANY Camp Fire
member may sell candy in ANY area of the
Council.

T Beginning Sunday, January 10", 6 pm, adults
may contact Area Site Sale Managers to make
reservations to sell candy at sites in their
designated area of the council.

I Reservations are limited to 2 time slots per
weekend, per youth member (but they may be
made all at once). To keep it fair, for families with
2 or more children, reservations are further
limited to 2 time slots per site per weekend per
family. This will help free up slots at popular
locations for others.

1 You may claim “empty” time slots for the
upcoming weekend each Thursday, even if you
already have 2 reservations that were booked
before the sale started.

1 No reservations will be accepted from E-mail or
after-hours at the Camp Fire office. However, if
local Site Sale Managers aren’t at home, please
leave a message.

1 All calls will be returned in the order they are
received. To know who to call, refer to the Area
Site Sale Manager list in this Candy Handbook
or call the Camp Fire office at (405) 478-5646.

Sellers must have an adult present at all
times. This is a great way for parents to spend
some quality time with their children.

All candy sellers should be in Camp Fire
uniform or sweatshirt. If the weather is cold
wear the ID sticker on the outside of your coat.

Check-in if you are the first seller on a
particular day. When you arrive at your
location, check in with the manager and politely
ask if there are any special instructions. These
instructions should be passed on to the next
person selling.

Be courteous! Stay at the designated selling
spot. Do NOT pursue customers or block
entrances/exits. Remember, one complaint from
a customer can eliminate that site for everyone
else.

Don’t forget to say “Please” and “Thank You”
(whether or not you make a sale) and SMILE!
Remember, YOU are Camp Fire’s best
representative in the community.

If you arrive at a Site Sale where someone
else is present ... quietly check in with the adult
and let them know you are the next shift. If
someone is selling at that location and they are
not Camp Fire members, contact the Store
Manager and ask them what you should do. If
there is a conflict, leave gracefully and contact
your Site Sale Manager.

Take your own candy. When you sell at a Site
Sale you should take your own candy, or “pool” a
quantity of candy if you are selling with a friend.
Please do not check out candy just for a Site
Sale and then return what you didn’t sell later.

ALL Site Sales MUST be arranged through
local Site Sale Managers. The ONLY Site
Sales that may be arranged by individuals (for
their own exclusive use) are businesses that
they personally own.

If you have an idea for a Site Sale location,
contact your local Site Sale Manager and let
them contact the business for permission and
to set up times for you to sell there.




Parents of youth members may call any of the
volunteers listed to make site sale reservations for
any location in this council.

Please make sure you check the map of council
“areas” to know the boundaries of the area where
members wish to sell. If there is a question call both
managers to see who is making reservations for the
business in question.
